Operations of Grand Coulee Darn, Augugt through September

SPECIFICATIONS:

Operate Grand Coulee Dam so that the elevation of Lake Roosevelt does not fall below 1280 feet during August and maintain the lake elevation at or above 1283 feet during all of September.

JUSTIFICATLON:

Drawing Like Roosevelt down below 1280 feet in August and 1283 in September negatively impacts the resident native fishes (i.e. kokanee, rainbow trout, burbot, mountain whitefish and sculpin) and non-native fishes (i.e. kokanee, rainbow trout walleye, yellow perch and lake whitefish) in the reservoir.  Impacts include: dewatered critical juvenile fish habitat (loss of littoral area); reduced water retention time resulting in decreased primary and secondary productivity (reduced fish food) and increased fish entrainment; as well as discouraging kokanee salmon spawner recruitment to shoreline/tributary spawning sites and egg collection facilities.
