Summary and Conclusions

e In general, colonies were slightly larger in 2012

e Greatest impacts in 2012 were on UCR/SR steelhead by terns; SR
sockeye by cormorants; NA for gulls and pelicans

e Impacts to salmonids vary based on the species, location, and size
of the colony

e Site assessment identified several, biologically suitable alternative
Caspian tern colony sites

e Connectivity data suggest that management actions at one colony
may influence other colonies
