Outline for Gathering Information/Meeting Schedule:

After the Nov 7 conference call the group agreed upon a time table for several issues:
First, data regarding adult fall back, juvenile impacts with regard to the operations discussed, and operating bands for powerhouse 1 and 2 will be prepared and ready by the Dec 6 Portland FFDRWG meeting.  This will involve analysis prepared by NOAA, COE, and FPC.

NOAA staff is working on a model/analysis technique to evaluate different operations across a range of flows and turbine operations given assumptions about adult fall back, juvenile fish condition, and guidance of adults and juveniles as well as other factors.  This model will be presented at the Dec 6th meeting.  
NOAA staff has also committed to preparing a draft operation guideline that would provide language for the Fish Passage Plan that would guide how this operation would be implemented.  Prior to the next meeting on Dec 17th several members from this group will be traveling to ERDC to view turbine models of Bonneville dam.  This will help inform the group and guide the proposed language that NOAA is preparing.  
At the Dec 17th meeting, sub-committee members will have a chance to review NOAA’s draft operation, review the model and the data used in that analysis to determine if a consensus operation can be crafted that is acceptable to all parties.  Depending on policy direction from the Action Agencies, the group can then determine how any change to Bonneville turbine operation can be implemented for the upcoming season if there is consensus around a specific operation.
