Proposed Change:
6.6. Navigation Lock

6.6.1. Navlock is frequently dewatered for routine maintenance late Feb/early Mar, in conjunction with TDA and JDA Navlock outages.

6.6.2. The area between the upstream bulkhead and the upstream gate is searched for fish as water levels allow. The laterals and pools areas on the floor of the navlock are observed for fish from above. Most of these areas remain full of water, not allowing successful fish capture. Areas that slowly recede are accessed via crane when pool levels reach approx 3' depth. The fill conduits are accessed and checked for fish only if needed and can be done safely. All captured fish are removed and released to river by bag or tank.

Justification for Change:  The navlock dewatering often requires the handling of salmonids and should be covered in the FPP.
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
