RESPONSE DATE - February 12, 2015 (FPOM Meeting).
Description of the problem –Doble testing is tentatively scheduled for July 20-24, 2015. Doble testing will take the following out-of-service: two transformers, TW5, and TW6, and turbine units 5 and 6.  Since Ice Harbor Dam has multiple transformer banks, transmission lines, and redundant switching capability, the remaining turbine units will be available for operation during these tests.  
Type of outage required – Line 3 outage, units 5 and 6 outage.
Impact on facility operation – River flows are typically low in late July, so no additional spill beyond Fish Passage Plan (FPP) levels are expected.
Dates of impacts/repairs – Doble testing is scheduled for July 20-24, 2015. However, units 5 and 6 are scheduled down for routine maintenance beginning July 6, 2015.  Unit 5 will return to service on July 31, 2015 and Unit 6 will return to service on August 28, 2015.
Length of time for repairs – Actual Doble testing is expected to take 5 days to complete.  In conjunction with scheduled routine maintenance on units 5 and 6, unit 5 will be out of service July 6-31, 2015, and unit 6 will be out of service July 6 – August 28, 2015.
Expected impacts on fish passage – Unit 5 is the last and unit 6 is the third in FPP operating priority for fish passage.  Remaining turbine units will operate within the 1% range and in accordance with FPP priority order.  There will still be adult fish attraction to the south shore entrance with unit 1 operating.
