SUBJECT: 16TDA13 MFR Steelhead mortalities during winter dewatering 
On December 2 and 3, the east fishway channels were dewatered below tailwater for annual maintenance. Seventy seven lamprey, 2 large sturgeon, 3 small sturgeon and 2 steelhead were removed and released to the river. Four large sturgeon remain in the south entrance pool and will be removed at later date. Blockers were installed to keep all fish in this pool. This area remains full of water due to considerable bulkhead leakage. During the night, 3 steelhead got by the blockers and stranded atop the diffuser grating. 
A. Species – 2 (1 wild) adult  and 1 wild juvenile steelhead
B. Origin – Unknown
C. Length – Unknown
D. Marks and tags – None
E. Marks and Injuries found on carcass – None
F. Cause and Time of Death – Stranding. Dec 4.
G. Future and Preventative Measures – Assess blockers and attempt to secure better prior to fish removal.
