North Monolith dewatering

On Friday February 2, 2001, the dewatering pumps for the North Monolith were turned on at 0430.  Control room operators were to monitor water levels.  Riggers showed up on site to prepare for work at 0615. The project fish biologist arrived at 0650.  

By 0650, the North Monolith was completely dewatered and there were multiple carcasses lying on the grating.  Riggers went down to collect the dead fish while the fish bio got the tank truck and rain gear.  Six live steelhead (two wild, four hatchery) and four dead steelhead (all wild) were retrieved.  Eight resident (peamouth, northern pikeminnow, and suckers) fish were removed, three of which were dead.

Live fish were resuscitated in the fish tank with oxygen, they were swimming around by the time they were released (about 15 to 20 minutes later).  All 18 fish were released upstream of the Navlock.

The Chiefs’ of Maintenance and Operations were notified, as was the Project Manager.  The project biologist has tried to reach the district biologist with no contact made on 2 February 2001.   Gary Johnson was reached Monday 5 February 2001.

To avoid a situation such as this in the future, the Project is looking at portable water level alarms that may be used in the ladders, draft tubes, or collection channels.  
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
