MEMORANDUM FOR THE RECORD

SUBJECT: Spring chinook dead at Bonneville’s Adult Fish Facility (AFF).

1. Project biologists received a voice message from WDFW on 27 April notifying them that an unclipped, 103 cm, adult chinook salmon was found dead outside the general holding pool in the AFF around 2115 of 24 April 2003.

2. The fish had created a hole in the netting around the holding pool.  

3. WDFW did not find the fish until it had been long dead.  It was sent back to the river via the “glory hole” in the AFF.

4. The hole in the netting has been repaired.  Project biologists will completely replace the netting around the holding pool this winter maintenance period.

5. Project biologists are currently working on a more permanent fix to the problem.  The fish seem to be jumping in one particular corner of the holding pool.  We will look into installing a more permanent and durable barrier besides the netting.
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
