MEMORANDUM FOR THE RECORD

SUBJECT: Dead chinook at Bonneville’s Adult Fish Facility (AFF).

1. University of Idaho reported a tagging mortality that occurred on 12 June.

2. UI reported the following:
During tagging of Chinook salmon on the 12th of June 2005 we had a mortality before downstream release. The fish was active in the tagging tank and the recovery tank, however by release time (~25 minutes later) the fish had rolled on its side and ceased to breath. While tagging the remaining two fish, the fish was monitored and was seen to be actively swimming in the recovery tank. At release time I spent nearly five minutes trying to recover the fish with no result. The cause of death is unknown however the fish was a large summer Chinook which do not take anesthetic well. After release time the fish was brought back to the lab, the tag was removed and the carcass was returned to the river.
