MEMORANDUM FOR THE RECORD

SUBJECT: Dead chinook at Bonneville’s Adult Fish Facility (AFF).

1. CRITFC reported a sample mortality that occurred around 1500 on 15 September.

2. Project Biologists examined the fish and took photos (attached).
The fish appeared to be healthy with no discoloration of the gills or abnormal injuries.  There are some predation injuries but none that appear life threatening.

3. CRITFC reported that the 77 cm chinook entered the tank after hitting the flume cover rather hard.  They also reported that the anesthetic water was a bit stronger than normal.

4. This is the first mortality for CRITFC this season.  
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
