MEMORANDUM FOR THE RECORD

SUBJECT: Dead sockeye at Bonneville’s AWSs.

On Monday 09 July, it was reported by NOAA staff that a sockeye and a lamprey were on the walkway grating associated with the lamprey ramp at Bradford Island.  The sockeye was inspected by Project Fisheries and returned to the river.  It is presumed that because they were on the walkway, they were placed there by a bird.

On 11 July during an inspection, Project Fisheries noticed three sockeye against the picket leads in the Washington Shore Auxiliary Water Supply.  It had been noted the previous week that fish were present in the AWS.  Two of the sockeye had an adipose fin, and the third was too far decomposed to determine if it was clipped or unclipped.  All mortalities were returned to the river.  The picket leads to the AWS were pulled, inspected, and cleaned.  The picket leads were in good condition.  Multiple, highly decomposed dead fish were pressed against the picket leads, as well as two lamprey, and another suspected sockeye.  It was also noted that one sockeye swimming in the AWS had lateral marks on both sides.
At the 12 July FPOM, Fisheries will suggest going to orifice flow for an inspection of the FV6-9 channel dewatering slots during the ROV inspection on 31 July.
