Description of the problem
The contractor for the PH1 I/T sluiceway automated gate system need to install some new bushings inside the control boxes on each gate (above water) (3B, 6C, 10B).  The new gates are currently in but the control system will not function until these new bushing are installed.  I am of the opinion that I do not want the contractor working over an entrance gate with the sluiceway open and water flowing.  For ultimate safety I am asking that the south control gate be closed during this operation.  This will allow the channel to equalize and the channel will become stagnant and zero flow will be going down the channel.  I am not comfortable with the contractor doing any work above an open gate even harnessed off.  To that end the work will take 2 days and require 2 full days of closure of the channel while they are working over it.  The south gate can be opened at the end of each day to allow fish that want to pass the opportunity over the evening to do so.  Kevin Perletti will be taking the clearance each day for this work.  

Without this work we wouldn’t be able to operate the gates in an automated fashion and track forebay.  We are almost there and having these automated with benefit fish passage tremendously.  Thanks, Dennis Schwartz
Type of outage required- The PH1 ITS will be OOS from 0700 until 1700 on 13-14 March.
Impact on facility operation- The Project will close the south gate so the ITS is equalized with the forebay.
Length of time for repairs- Two full work days, from 0700 until 1700.
Expected impacts on fish passage- There will be no surface passage route for kelts or juveniles at PH1.  On 12 March there will be limited passage at PH2 due to the BGS dive.
Comments from agencies- Discussed at the March 2009 FPOM.  Approved as long as PH1 does not operate.
Final results- The Project shut down the ITS from 0700 until about 1700 on 13 March and from 0700 until about 1000 on 14 March.
