PROJECT- Bonneville Lock and Dam
RESPONSE DATE- 4 May 2009. Apologies for the very short timeframe, but the issue just arose.  Fisheries requested the outage occur later in the morning to minimize the impacts to detecting fish through the B2CC, but if there are significant concerns, please send those to me at your earliest convenience. 
Description of the problem- Saybr would like to install a breaker in PC-1.  This breaker will feed the potable water line (relocated from the Main Dam gallery to along the Main Dam roadway) heat tape.  The heat tape is to keep the water line from freezing.
The contractor requests a four hour outage of the breaker to do this work.  The breaker feeds the B2CC PIT tag detector.

This work was scheduled over a year ago and couldn’t be completed within the in-water work season.
Type of outage required- Breaker outage.  The breaker feeds the B2CC PIT tag detector as well as a domestic water well and some contractor trailers.
Impact on facility operation- The breaker in PC-1 will be out of service for four hours.  This will take out domestic well #3 as well.
Length of time for repairs- Four hours (1000 until 1400) on 7 May 2009.
Expected impacts on fish passage- No impacts to fish passage facilities other than the PIT tag detector will be out of service so fish passing during the four hours will not be detected.
Fish passage through the B2CC, based on PIT tag data, appears to be lowest around late morning/early afternoon.  With that in mind, the outage would occur from 1000 until 1400 to minimize the numbers of fish not detected by the PIT tag detector.
Comments from agencies- 
IDFG- Why not wait until next winter to do this work? Russ

Final results- The outage will occur as scheduled.
