Description of the problem- University of Idaho believes a fair number of lamprey are moving through the fishway behind the Washington Shore count window crowder.  They would like to put 2 underwater cameras on one pole (one looking upstream, the other downstream) behind the crowder to see if the lamprey are moving through there.  Recordings will be reviewed later for lamprey passage enumeration.
Type of outage required- no outage required.
Impact on facility operation- no impact on facility operation.
Expected impacts on fish passage- no impacts on fish passage as this is outside of normal fish passageways.  There may be human scent on the camera equipment but contact will be minimized to the extent practical.  Cameras to be installed as soon as permitted and removed in September.
Comments from agencies- 

IDFG- IDFG has no objections.  Russ

WDFW- Sounds like a good idea, especially with all the fallback of lamprey they saw in the past at WA Shore.  More going down than up.  Have a good one.  Ann

NOAA Fisheries- No concerns other than minimizing scent and disturbance in the ladder.  Gary

Final results- Unless there is strong opposition, FFU will install the cameras at their earliest convenience, but no sooner than 12 June.
