MEMORANDUM FOR THE RECORD

SUBJECT: Dead chinook at Bonneville’s Adult Fish Facility (AFF).

On 26 July at approximately 1215, CRITFC researchers attempted to contact Project Fisheries to report a dead chinook in the AFF.  The fish was diverted into the sample tank and once researchers realized the fish was >100cm, it was placed in the brail pool.  The fish failed to recover from anesthesia.   Information collected by CRITFC is provided below:
A. Species – Chinook male
B. Origin – Unclipped
C. Length –  102 cm 
D. Weight – 16.72 kg
E. Marks and Injuries noted during tagging – Fish was not tagged due to size.  
F. Marks and Injuries found on the carcass – None
G. Cause and Time of Death – Approximately 1215, cause unknown.
H. Future and Preventative Measures – Due to the rising water temperatures, CRITFC researchers will implement further precautionary measures to minimize stress on the fish. Protocols for sampling fish >70 degrees has been applied.
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
