MEMORANDUM FOR THE RECORD

SUBJECT: Dead chinook at Bonneville’s Adult Fish Facility (AFF).

On 01 September at approximately 1130, CRITFC researchers notified BON Fisheries of a chinook mortality in the AFF.  The chinook appeared to recover from anesthesia, but rolled when CRITFC released fish from the brail pool.  CRITFC made attempts to recover the chinook, but were unsuccessful.  The fish had some minor descaling.  CRITFC and BON Fisheries collected the following information: 
A. Species – Chinook female
B. Origin – unclipped

C. Length –  79cm 

D. Marks and tags - 3D9.1C2D3F2O69   

E. Marks and Injuries found on carcass – 20% descaled on left side, 5% on right side
F. Cause and Time of Death – 1110
G. Future and Preventative Measures – Brail pool operations and impact scenarios will be discussed with researchers. 
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
