SUBJECT: Dead steelhead at the serpentine section of Bradford Island fish ladder
On 15 September at approximately 1400, University of Idaho called Project Fisheries to report a dead steelhead on the PIT detection walkway in the serpentine section of the Bradford Island ladder.  The walkway has a barrier attached to the handrail to prevent fish from jumping and stranding themselves.  It is unclear how the fish made it on to the walkway, but crews will work to better secure the barrier and cover existing smaller gaps.  Information collected is provided below:

A. Species – Steelhead
B. Origin – Clipped

C. Length – 62 cm 
D. Marks and Injuries – Descaling on both sides
E. Time of Death – Unknown 
F. Future and Preventative Measures – Minor improvements to existing barrier
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
