SUBJECT: Adult salmonid mortalities in Bonneville’s juvenile outfall pipe
On 06 February, Project Fisheries inspected the high and low outfall pipes that discharge juvenile fish from either the bypass system or the smolt monitoring facility. While inspecting the low outfall pipe, personnel encountered 3 decayed salmonid mortalities. These mortalities are a result of fish being stranded in the outfall pipe during the dewatering process. Although flushing water was provided for a couple hours, these fish managed to hold in the pipe until it was dewatered completely. Unfortunately, adult salmonids can sustain their position in the bypass and outfall pipes and remain reluctant to exit. Future dewaterings of the bypass system will extend the flushing water time period and may include the use of ice blocks to encourage and force adult fish to exit the pipe.

A. Species – 2 Steelhead (Oncorhynchus mykiss), 1 Coho (Oncorhynchus kisutch)
B. Origin – Unknown
C. Length – Unknown
D. Marks and tags – None visible
E. Marks and Injuries found on carcass – Unable to ascertain
F. Cause and Time of Death – Stranded in the dry, 14 November 2012
G. Future and Preventative Measures – Extend flushing water period and potential use of ice blocks
