RESPONSE DATE-  ASAP
Description of the problem: The side entrance of the Cascades Island adult ladder, which is no longer used, has a metal frame associated with it that is making a tremendous amount of noise since spill started. Project biologists and the NOAA Fisheries inspector feel that it is a significant passage impediment to adults so the project would like to remedy it ASAP. 
The project will first attempt to pull the frame completely out with a crane. If this is unsuccessful, personnel will be lowered into position to temporarily weld the structure to eliminate the noise until it can be permanently removed during the next winter maintenance period.
Type of outage required: If the Project cannot remove the frame, Spillbay 1 will need to be closed while personnel are lowered down to weld the frame in place.  
Impact on facility operation: Spillbay 1 would be closed and the spill pattern would not match the FPP pattern.  
Dates of impacts/repairs: The Project will attempt to remove the frame on 18 April 2013.  If removal does not work, they will immediately set about closing spillbay 1 and welding the frame.  
Length of time for repairs: one work day (likely significantly less than this)
Expected impacts on fish passage:  Impacts to fish are potentially significant now, with the noise in the fishway from the frame rattling.  

Closing Bay 1 will reduce attraction flow, but with the rest of the spillway in full operation, that impact is likely minimal.
Cascades Island will still be in normal operation.
