Description of the problem- The need for the JDA-N AWS pump outage on 27 October came up at the 15 October weekly staff meeting.  The purpose of outage is to provide safe conditions for a dive inspection of the JDA navlock downstream gate, which is near by the pumps' intake. 

Not many facts are known at this time, but Project Fisheries is estimating up to 8 hrs total.  The inspection activities may be doable at night, to be on the safe side, the request is for daytime outage, 1200 hrs until done with a condition that the three pumps are up and running by 0400 hrs the following day, 28 October.
Type of outage required- JDAN AWS pumps from 1200 on 27 October until 0400 on 28 October.
Impact on facility operation- The AWS flow will be off.  Attraction flow for the ladder will be minimal.
Length of time for repairs- This is a dive inspection of the navlock.  Estimated time is eight hours.  
Expected impacts on fish passage
Looking at the fish count website for 2007 and 2008, data for late October shows fish numbers tapering off at JDA-N, as one would expect for that late in passage season.  
Chinook numbers were in upper teens with 17 and 19.  Steelhead numbers were approximately 200 a day for JDA-N in 2007 and 2008.  A much higher proportion of all species, including Coho, passed through the south ladder: chinook- 50 and 188 and steelhead- 400 a day in 2007 and 2008.  
Based on this quick analysis, it is likely there will be impacts from this AWS outage, however it could be relatively minor since the outage is at the north ladder instead of the south and the outage is occurring later in the season.
Comments from agencies

CRITFC- Not very excited about this and looking for some reasons why now and not later?????  Also later day dive would be preferable if not into the evening especially since is gets dark earlier these days.  Need some more info, before you get my ok-e-toki  tom lorz

Final results-  Matt Hanson said EC-DS has cancelled the request to dive on the JD Navlock on 10/27.  EC plans to enter the Navlock for inspection during the normal outage in March 2010.  Unless something changes, the request to shut down the Navlock and North Ladder Fish Attraction Pumps on 10/27 is cancelled.  Call me if you have any questions.  Thanks, Pat 541-506-7866
