SUBJECT: Sockeye entrapment in north count station picketed leads.
An adult sockeye was observed in the north count station picketed leads July 14. It is assume it entered through jumping because some netting on the downstream side of the pickets was open. The netting was immediately closed. Project maintenance was tasked to lower a ROV camera inside the picketed leads to determine if any holes/gaps that could allow entry. About half of the area was inspected due to high flow and turbulence. All looked good. No other fish have been seen in this area. It will be closely monitored and attempts will be made to dipnet/remove the sockeye from this area.
