SUBJECT: 12JDA11 JDA U13 gatewell juvenile chinook morts
Since 14 May JDA Fisheries observed higher river debris load at the adult and debris separator at the SMF.  Debris consisted primarily of tumble weed and miscellaneous sticks/branches.  

On 15 May, one juvenile chinook mort was observed in gatewell 13A and two juvenile chinook morts were observed in gatewell 13B.  JDA Fisheries immediately conducted a complete MUs trashracks drawdown and detected a number of MUs with high differential, above 1.5 '. 

On 16 May, the intake trashracks with high differential were raked by JDA Structural crew to assure that all MU intakes are debris-free before the coming weekend.  

A. Species – three juvenile spring chinook
B. Origin – unknown
C. Length – not recorded.
D. Marks and tags – not recorded
E. Marks and Injuries found on carcass – not recorded
F. Cause and Time of Death – time of death unknown however, the cause is believed to be associated with tumble weeds and other debris accumulation on the intake trashracks.  
G. Future and Preventative Measures – JDA Fisheries continues to monitor gatewell drawdown and monitor debris at the SMF separator.
