SUBJECT: 12JDA18 Gatewell 12B smolt mortalities.

On 13 August, Main Unit (MU) 12 was taken out of service.  MU 12B gatewell was dipped with the fish dipping basket by Structural and Fisheries; numerous juvenile shad were salvaged, no smolts were found.
On 14 August MU12 draft tube and scroll case were dewatered and the orifices were closed the following day.

On 19 August Fisheries found 80 dead subyearling chinook smolts in the gatewell, while conducting the fishway inspection.  The Project opened the gatewell orifices to allow any remaining live smolts a way out of the gatewell.  

A. Species – sub-yearling chinook
B. Origin – unknown
C. Length – smolt sized
D. Marks and tags – NA
E. Marks and Injuries found on carcass – NA
F. Cause and Time of Death – found on 19 August during the fishway inspection.  Specific cause of death unknown.
G. Future and Preventative Measures – Fisheries will evaluate the unit dewatering process and look for measures to reduce the likelihood of trapping smolts in the gatewells.
