OFFICIAL NOTIFICATION FOR

NON-ROUTINE OPERATIONS AND MAINTENANCE

COORDINATION DATE- 22 June, 2011

PROJECT- The Dalles Dam, Transducer Pipe at Spill Bay 12 
RESPONSE DATE- Comments are not required but are always welcome.
Description of the problem- The Dalles Project Fisheries office reported a JSATS transducer trolley pipe at spillbay 12 came loose from the wall upstream of the spillway gate and was banging against the wall. The bracket at the waterline bolt sheared off on one side and pulled out of the wall. The upper 2 brackets are still holding. Fisheries is guessing that the remainder of the brackets underwater are also holding. The TDA Fish Office made the decision to close spillbay 12 and move to the next available spillbay (bay 14) due to the immediate threat to equipment (JSATS Transducer, Cables and Spill gate)..

Type of outage required- Spillbay 12 will remain closed and on clearance until the dislodged pipe can be removed and repaired.  We anticipate that this will not be until after the conclusion of the summer spill program in late August.
Impact on facility operation/Change of Conditions- After assessing the situation, there will be no immediate action for repair.  The Corps has shifted flow from bay 12 to the next available bay which is bay 14. This does leave a 4 bay gap in the spill pattern with bays 10, 11 and 13 also tagged out of service. We were spilling 12' from bay 12 at the time with ~460k river. This 12’ of opening has been now shifted to bay 14.  As flows keep dropping, we'll be down to spillbay 9 at 448K river soon and it will no longer be a FPP spill pattern issue. Until flows hit the 450K mark we will be spilling outside of the FPP pattern.  Under the current STP run for TDA dated 22 June, we anticipate total river flows in excess of 450K will remain until 3 July.
Length of time for repairs/change- Repairs will be made at the conclusion of spill during the winter maintenance period 2011-2012.
Expected impacts on fish passage- The current FPP directed spill pattern has been compromised with this outage. We expect that under these high flows that there is little impact or increased predation by switching and opening bay 14.  We anticipate moving back to the FPP pattern by 3 July.
