COORDINATION DATE- Nov 26, 2012
PROJECT- The Dalles Dam
RESPONSE DATE- ASAP (FPOM)
Description of the problem: In preparation for this year fishway dewaterings, bulkhead sills on the north and south side of the spillway were ROV inspected for debris in preparation for placing dewatering bulkheads. This was coordinated through FPOM. A small amount of rock debris was found in the guide of S2. Maintenance crew has devised a lift beam with air line to blow out the rock debris. For this operation, S2 will be closed and S1 fully opened, with fish units in full operation. Once complete, we will need for do a follow up ROV inspection to assure debris has been cleared. This will likely require a short fish unit outage as was done originally. The first ROV inspection had fish unit off for 40 minutes. 
Type of outage required: Auxiliary water supply - East fishway Fish Units 1 and 2.
Impact on facility operation: Fishway attraction water to the entrances will be reduced or off. 
Dates of impacts/repairs: Week of Nov 26 for south fishway entrance.  
Length of time for repairs: < 1 hour
Expected impacts on fish passage: No fish count data exists 2008 to present. Nov 26-29, 2007, the range of  fish passage at The Dalles was 10-19 Chinook, 36-85 steelhead and 0-4 Coho. Since this will only require ~1 hour fish unit outage and the north fishway will be in operation during this work, the passage impact is expected to be negligible.

So, how many of those 46-108 adults (based on 2007 data) will use the north ladder?  It is doubtful that the north ladder operation will have anything to do with a short delay effect on fish using the east ladder.  The impacts to fish should be characterized as accurately as possible given the data we have.  There will likely be some delay to fish entering the east fishway, which typically sees most of the passage at this project.  Since this delay is of short duration, and because the fish passage is typically low this time of year, and because you plan to do the work at the best possible time of day (right?) we can agree that the impact will be negligible.
