Summary of University of Idaho/USACE activities at Bonneville Dam AFF, 2013
The University of Idaho has been contracted for several overlapping studies of adult salmonids and Pacific lamprey that will require access to the Bonneville Dam Adult Fish Facility. 

Adult lamprey will be collected and tagged as in previous years in the area near the holding pool.  Target sample sizes are 1000 HD-PIT only adults (in collaboration with NOAA) and 400 JSATS-PIT tagged adults.  Adults will be release up- and downstream of BON.  

Adult salmonids will be tagged in proportion to the run, without sort-by-code.  

Daily activity will consist of operating the AFF pickets and flume system, radio-tagging adults in the tagging area using AQUI-SE/eugenol, transferring adults to one of the two transport and recovery trailers, and transporting adults downstream to the Skamania/Dodson release sites.  Both transport trailers will be needed during the season due to the large number of fish to be tagged.  We will require use of the crane for the trailers.  We will also require use of office space for staging of equipment, computer work and storage of tags.  A similar amount of space as used in previous years should suffice. 

Two samples of steelhead will be tagged:  a base sample that will provide a run-of-the-river sample and a second sample that will target late-run steelhead more likely to overwinter in the FCRPS.

Below is a summary table of the major groups to be tagged with approximate start and end dates.  A detailed tagging schedule is under development.

Maximum tagging rate across all runs will be in mid-May, late June, and early September with an estimated maximum total tagging of 218 adults/week (~31 fish / day with 7-day tagging).
