Description of the problem:

During the annual Remote Operated Vehicle (ROV) inspection of the lower section of the south fish ladder and the adult collection channel at Ice Harbor Dam a problem was found with a diffuser grating located in the south east portion of junction pool.  The diffuser grating was observed lifted on one end approximately 6 inches above the level of the other adjoining grating.
Type of outage required:  
To support this effort to repair the diffuser grating, the operating project requests an extension of the south fish ladder outage date to March 4.  U.S. Army divers will be in the vicinity of Ice Harbor Dam performing other work at this time.  The Project would like to use these divers to secure the grating in place.
Impact on facility operation
Ice Harbor would have only one adult fish ladder (north) in operation at the beginning of the adult fish passage season for up to 4 days. 
Length of time for repairs: 
The south shore fish ladder is expected to return to service on or before March 4.  Which is four days into the fish passage season.
Expected impacts on fish passage:  
There could be possible impact to ESA migrating adult spring Chinook at this time of the year.  
Comments from agencies

Feb. 16, 2011:

Bill Hevlin (NOAA), “Thank you for the coordination on this additional four day outage of the south shore adult fish ladder at Ice Harbor dam to repair the raised diffuser grating.  And thanks to the camera operators for spotting this, which may have been a hazard to passing fish.  During the additional outage time adults will be able to pass upstream through the North shore ladder, and therefore, I agree with your assessment that this 4 day action will not have an adverse affect adult passage.  NOAA Fisheries supports the Corps' proposal.”

Steve Richards WDFW, “Greg, I suspect that there is a greater chance of this operation to affect listed steelhead versus listed Chinook.  I'm sending this request to Olympia for our Policy guy to respond.”

Russ Kiefer, (IDFG), “We are in support.”
