Description of the problem:  For the past several years, the Lower Granite JFF has been operated between November 1 and December 15 to detect late-migrating juvenile fall Chinook.  The only way to detect PIT-tagged fish at the LGR JFF is to operate the separator as there is no “full-flow” PIT tag detection there.
Type of outage required:  NA
Impact on facility operation:  Request that the LGR JFF separator be operated through December 15 (or as long as weather conditions allow) to detect PIT-tagged juvenile fall Chinook salmon.
Dates of impacts/repairs:  November 1, 2012 through December 15, 2012.
Length of time for repairs:  NA
Expected impacts on fish passage:  Juvenile fish will be routed through the separator and out the secondary bypass pipe instead of entering the river through the primary bypass pipe.  The secondary bypass pipe provides a much better location for river release of bypassed fish than does the primary bypass pipe, so fish should benefit from the proposed operation.
