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Planned for 2014:
Continue with current avian predation deterrent program, including:

- Avian arrays in all tailrace areas (PH1, Spillway, PH2) and corner collector outfall

- SMF outfall water cannons

- Avian hazing by USDA (1 April - 31 July).  Hazers will move to locations other than tailrace areas if avian activity increases elsewhere (forebays, B2CC)
Potential Alternative Actions:

- Propane cannons at the SMF outfall (water cannons are ineffective in the wind) and other potential problem areas

- Roosting deterrents (spikes) if problem areas arise - potentially near B2CC outfall
