1. What are the Corps’ legal/political obligations regarding monitoring Pinniped predation at Bonneville?  What is the Corps’ near and long term plan for monitoring and managing for Pinniped predation at Bonneville?
2. What does the Corps consider its’ area of responsibility for Bonneville Dam creating an unnatural opportunity for Pinniped predation on salmonids?  How does that affect our monitoring and management action goals?
3. What specifically are the Corps regarding non-lethal deterrent efforts (SLED’s, hazing, ADD’s, electric fence barriers, other potential deterrents).  Is it just to keep sea lions out of the fishways?  To reduce predation in the tailrace (and by how much)?  To eliminate predation in the tailrace?
4. Hazing can be counter productive to gathering data from our monitoring program (e.g. identifying individuals taking salmon for inclusion on the states removal list, number of pinnipeds present).  How do we balance the trade-offs between monitoring objectives and management actions? Which has priority?
5. What is the Corps policy about Pinnipeds hauling out on Corps structures, keeping in mind the management and monitoring conflicts?

6. Does the Corps feel any responsibility for Pinniped predation at Willamette Falls Locks, particularly in light of the WV BiOp?
