SUBJECT: Bonneville Lock and Dam, Fishway and Fish Activities for weeks 8 and 9 of 2000, which covers the period 20 February through 4 March.
1.  OPERATION SUMMARY.

1.1. Daily average river flow ranged from 151.1 to 204.1 kcfs.  Daily average tailwater elevation for the project ranged from 14.3’ to 17.5’ msl.  River temperature ranged from 41 to 42° F.  Spill bays 1 and 18, which supply attraction flow for the Cascades Island ladder and Bradford Island ladder respectively, remain open 4”.

1.3.  The first powerhouse ice and trash sluiceway remained open according to surface collector dive locations.  The second powerhouse sluiceway remained closed with one exception.  The sluiceway was opened from 0804-0912 on 3 March for debris removal.  
1.4.  Second powerhouse fish units remained in service.  The units are being placed on standby from approximately 0000-0300 nightly if drawdown exceeds 1.0’.
2.  ACTIVITIES. 
2.1.  Fish Ladder and DSM Service.  The Bradford Island B-branch ladder and PH1 DSM returned to service on 25 and 28 February, respectively.  

2.2. AWS Closures.  FV4-3 was closed for cleaning from 1352-1422 on 4 March, and the Bradford Island exit was partially closed for cleaning from 1500-1512 on 4 March.   

2.3. Dewaterings and Fish Salvage.  Unit 6 was dewatered on 1 March to remove turbine release pipes.  Project biologists recovered 4 juvenile salmonids from the scroll case.  All fish were released in good condition.       

3.  RESEARCH. 
3.1. PH2 Bypass System Evaluation.  NMFS began releasing dye-marked fry into the PH2 DSM on 1 March to determine if fish condition is adversely affected by system passage and to confirm that fry are retained within the system.    

3.2. WDFW Fish Counting.  WDFW continued 24-h/d video counting at Bradford Island and Washington shore. 

4.  FISHWAYS.  Project biologists inspected on 22 and 25 February and 1 and 3 March these reporting weeks.
