MEMORANDUM FOR CENWP-OP, ATTN: Gary Johnson

SUBJECT: Bonneville Lock and Dam, Fishway and Fish Activities for week 45 of 2000, which covers the period 05 through 11 November.
1.  OPERATION SUMMARY.

1.1 Average daily river flow ranged from 126.0 to 142.4 kcfs.  Average daily tailwater elevation for the project ranged from 11.2’ to 12.6’ msl.  Average daily forebay elevation for the project ranged from 74.3’ to 75.0’ msl.  River temperature ranged between 55 and 57° F.  Spill bays 1 and 18, which supply attraction flow for Cascades Island ladder and Bradford Island ladder respectively, remain open 4”.

1.2 Unit 2 remained out of service for it’s four-year overhaul.  Unit 3 remained out of service for turbine rehab.  Unit 13 remained out of service for it’s four-year overhaul.
1.3 Second powerhouse fish units operated normally this reporting week.  The units are being placed on standby from approximately 0000-0300 nightly if drawdown exceeds 1.0’.
2.  ACTIVITIES. 
2.1 AWS Closures.  No AWS closures for this reporting week.

2.2 Dewatering and Fish Salvage.  No dewatering or fish salvage activity this reporting week.

2.3 STS Inspections.  Two STS’s were inspected using video this reporting week.

3.   RESEARCH. 
3.1 AFC&MF Adult PIT-tag Interrogation.  The 26” orifice inserts and shields remain installed in the return ladder of the AFC&MF.  NMFS is testing and PIT-tagging adults from the lab to get estimates of reading efficiencies for the 26” orifice inserts.

3.2 AFC&MF Adult Sampling and Tagging. WDFW plans to sample adult Chinook and steelhead approximately 7 days per week, throughout the winter, for their age composition research.  

3.3 Fisheries Field Unit Video Monitoring.  The Fisheries Field Unit is assisting NMFS adult PIT-tag interrogation work this year during their testing at the AFC&MF.  They are monitoring submerged orifice and overflow weir passage in the return ladder of the AFC&MF and assisting NMFS in verifying passage of streamer-marked PIT-tag fish during their testing.  They are also periodically monitoring submerged orifice and overflow weir passage at Cascades Island and Washington Shore ladders this year.

3.4 NMFS Lamprey Tagging and Radio Tracking.  NMFS completed trapping and tagging lamprey in the AFC&MF.  They are still tracking the fish back through the project in cooperation with the University of Idaho.

3.5 WDFW Fish Counting.  WDFW continues 24-h/d video counting at Bradford Island and Washington shore.

4.1 Project biologists inspected on 06, 07, 08, and 09 November this reporting week.
