MEMORANDUM FOR CENWP-OP, ATTN: Gary Johnson

SUBJECT: Bonneville Lock and Dam, Fishway and Fish Activities for week 46 of 2002, which covers the period 10 through 16 November 2002.  

1.  OPERATION SUMMARY.

1.1 Daily river flow averaged 121.1 to 131.3 kcfs.  Daily project tailwater elevation averaged 11.7’ to 12.1’ msl.  Daily project forebay elevation averaged 73.5’ to 75.5’ msl.  River temperature averaged 40 to 50° F.  Daily turbidity measured 4.0’ to 7.0’ on the secchi disk.

1.2 Spill Bays 1 and 18, which supply attraction flow for Cascades Island and Bradford Island ladders respectively, are open 6” during daylight hours.  Spill averaged. 1.8 to 2.1 kcfs.

1.3 Unit Operation

1.3.1 Unit 1 remains out of service for turbine rehab.

1.3.2 Unit 2 was out of service for STS repair from 1000 until 1106 on 14 November.

1.3.3 Unit 5 returned to service after a 72 hour test, Kaplan oil leak repair and STS installation at 0906 on 14 November.

1.3.4 Unit 7 remains forced out of service for crane rail work.

1.3.5 Unit 8 remains forced out of service for crane rail work.

1.3.6 Unit 9 remains out of service for an overhaul.

1.3.7 Unit 10 remains forced out of service for crane rail work. 

1.3.8 Unit 16 remains out of service for an overhaul.

1.4 Second Powerhouse fish units provide attraction flow for the Washington Shore fish ladder.  The units are placed on standby from approximately 0000-0300 nightly if drawdown exceeds 1.0’.  Fish Unit 1 remains out of service for overhaul and stator rewind.

1.5 Gatewell drawdowns were measured on 13 November.

4.4 Sensor Calibration.  Checked calibration on 10 and 14 November this week.  

4.5 Zebra Mussel Monitoring.  No signs of colonization were observed this reporting week. 

5. MISCELLANEOUS

5.1 B-branch and Cascade Island are in manual mode until tailwater stillwells can be installed this winter.

5.2 During low tailwater, the PH2 monoliths are unable to maintain greater than 13’ openings.  

5.3 During low tailwater, the PH1 weir gates are unable to maintain greater than 8’ openings.

5.4 As of 13 November, and until further notice, the Project has a hard constraint tailwater elevation no less than 11.3’ msl during all hours and a soft constraint of 11.3’-11.7’ msl between 0700-1900 hours.  This is for the protection of the chum redds around Ives Island.

5.5 On 13 November, Unit 8A ESBS cleaner failed to function properly.  Until the screen can be pulled, it is out of service.  8B and 8C are still in operation.

5.6 The South Monolith at Washington Shore went out of service at 0530 on 15 November.  This is to facilitate B2 Corner Collector construction on Cascade Island.

5.7 PH1 became the priority powerhouse at 0542 on 15 November.
