MEMORANDUM FOR CENWP-OP, ATTN: Gary Johnson

SUBJECT: Bonneville Lock and Dam, Fishway and Fish Activities for week 14 of 2004, which covers the period 28 March through 03 April 2004.

1.  OPERATION SUMMARY.

1.1 Daily river flow averaged 136.4 to 166.0 kcfs.  Daily project tailwater elevation averaged 12.6’ to 14.6’ msl.  Daily project forebay elevation averaged 72.4’ to 74.9’ msl.  River temperature averaged 45 to 46° F.  Daily turbidity measured 4.0 to 6.0 on the secchi disk.  

1.2 Spill Bays 1 and 18, which supply attraction flow for Cascades Island and B Branch respectively, are open .5’ during daylight hours.  Spill averaged 2.1 to 2.5 kcfs.  

1.3 Unit operation.

1.3.1 Unit 1 remains out of service for turbine rehab.

1.3.2 Unit 10 remains out of service.

1.3.3 Unit 11 returned to service at 1727 on 31 March.

1.3.4 Unit 14 returned to service at 1709 on 30 March.

1.3.5 Unit 17 remains out of service for VBS modifications.

1.4 Second Powerhouse fish units provide attraction flow for the Washington Shore fish ladder.  The units are placed on standby from approximately 0000-0300 nightly if drawdown exceeds 1.0’.  

1.5 Gatewell drawdowns are measured on Wednesdays.

2.  ACTIVITIES. 
2.1 AWS Closures.  The following AWS valves were closed this reporting week.

FV1-1—closed from 1404 until 1418 and from 1515 until 1528 on 29 March.  Closed from 1551 until 1608 on 01 April.

4.4 Sensor Calibration.  Calibration was checked on 01 April this reporting week.

4.5  Zebra Mussel Monitoring.  No signs of colonization were observed this reporting week. 

4.6 Fishway Status.  

4.6.1 DSM2 airburst system training for operators and bios scheduled for 0800 on 06 April.

4.6.2 DSM1 remains out of service.

5 CONSTRUCTION

5.1 PH 2 Corner Collector Hi-Q PIT tag detector- Prototype antenna construction started on Cascades Island.  If feasible the prototype antenna will then be constructed into the existing channel during the in-water work period in FY05.
5.2 Unit 17 VBS mods.  From the hours between 1200-1800, after 1 March 2004 until completion, no work such as concrete saw cutting, bush and vibro-hammering may be done inside the gatewells of unit 17 at PH2.  Between 0000-1200 and 1800-2400 hours, the contractor may complete work inside the gatewells with the associated equipment and construction techniques dealing with concrete saw cutting, bush and vibro-hammering.  VBS delivery currently scheduled for 09 April.

5.3 B2 Follow-on.  The airburst system has been programmed to run in auto.

5.4 SMF hydrocannons.  The hydro cannons at the SMF are not operational at this time.  The Project is working on repairs.  

5.5 Adult PIT tag exit detectors.  Current schedule is set for installation in both ladders for Winter 04/05.

5.6 Head Gate Delivery.  Off loading of headgates at PH1 is scheduled for 07 June 2004.

5.7 PH 1 Gantry Crane Delivery and Erection.  Scheduled for 9 August through 4 December.    

6 MISCELLANEOUS

6.1 Sea lions and harbor seals have been observed in the tailrace of both powerhouses and the spillway.  No action is being taken by the project to harass, harm, or otherwise annoy these animals.  

6.2 Sometime during the early morning hours of Wednesday 31 March, 23,330 gallons of chlorinated water was unintentionally released into the environment.  Washington and Oregon were notified of the release.  Concentration was estimated to be about 4 ppm.  The concentrations may have been even lower by the time the spill reached the river.  No signs of negative impacts to fish and wildlife were seen on Wednesday morning.  Please see memo sent out on 05 April.
