MEMORANDUM FOR CENWP-OP, ATTN: Gary Johnson

SUBJECT: Bonneville Lock and Dam, Fishway and Fish Activities for week 45 of 2004, which covers the period from 31 October through 06 November 2004.

1.  OPERATION SUMMARY

1.1 Daily river flow averaged 106.8 to 128.6 kcfs.  Daily project tailwater elevation averaged 10.6’ to 12.0’ msl.  Daily project forebay elevation averaged 74.2’ to 75.3’ msl.  Daily river temperature averaged 55 to 58(F.  Daily turbidity measured 7.0 on the secchi disk.  

1.2 Spill Bays 1 and 18, which supply adult attraction flow for Cascades Island and B Branch respectively, are open during daylight hours (0500 until 1930).  Spill averaged 2.2 to 2.3 kcfs.  

1.3 Unit operation.  

1.3.1 Unit 0 remains out of service for a 5-year overhaul.

1.3.2 Unit 1 was out of service from 0738 on 01 November until 1720 on 02 November for breaker repair.

1.3.3 Unit 2 remains out of service for turbine rehab.

1.3.4 Unit 9 was out of service from 0738 on 01 November until 1720 on 02 November for Unit 1 breaker repair.

1.3.5 Unit 10 remains out of service for gantry crane three construction.

1.3.6 Unit 15 was out of service from 1857 on 31 October until 1407 on 02 November due to inability to control governor.   

1.3.7 Unit 18 remains out of service for 4-year overhaul.   

1.4 Second Powerhouse fish units provide attraction flow for the Washington Shore fish ladder.  The units are placed on standby from approximately 0000-0300 nightly if drawdown exceeds 1.0’.   

1.5 Gatewell drawdowns are measured on Wednesdays.  Drawdowns are measured daily on Unit 17.

2.  ACTIVITIES

2.1 AWS Closures.  The following AWS valves were closed for cleaning this reporting week.

2.1.1 FV 1-1- from 0717 until 0730 on 01 November.  

2.2 STS/VBS Inspections.  No STSs/VBSs were inspected this reporting week. 

2.3 Dewatering and Fish Salvage.  No dewatering or salvage activities occurred this reporting week.  
3.  RESEARCH
3.1 ERDC TDG.  Sensors remain installed in the tailrace.

3.2 USGS.  Monitoring continues.

3.3 WDFW Chum.  Chum trapping and tagging starts 04 November through 22 November.

3.4 WDFW Fish Counting.  Fish counting with video began on 01 November at Washington Shore and Bradford Island.

7.  Nothing to report this week.  
8.  MISCELLANEOUS AND OTHER NOTEWORTHY ITEMS
8.1 A teletype issued on 29 October requests a tailwater hard constraint minimum of 10.5’ msl 24 hours a day and between 10.5’ to 12’ msl between 0700 until 1900.  These constraints go into effect starting 01 November and continuing until further notice.  This operation is to maintain water levels over spawning habitat below Bonneville Dam.
