MEMORANDUM FOR CENWP-OP, ATTN: Operations Biologist
SUBJECT: Bonneville Lock and Dam, Fishway and Fish Activities for Week 7 of 2009, which covers the period from 08 through 14 February 2009.
1 OPERATION SUMMARY

1.1 Daily average river flows ranged from 119.9 to 168.2 kcfs.  Daily average project tailwater ranged from 11.6’ to 14.7’ msl.  Daily average powerhouse forebay elevation ranged from 73.2’ to 75.6’ msl.  Daily average river temperature ranged from 37 ºF to 38ºF.  Secchi disk measurements were between 5.0’ to 7.0’.
1.2 Spill Bay 18, which provides attraction flow for B-Branch, is open 6” during daylight hours.  Daily average spill was 0.6 kcfs. 
1.3 Unit Operation.  Powerhouse 1 remains the priority powerhouse.
1.3.1 Unit 1 was out of service from 0714 until 0728 on 08 February for governor low pressure alarm testing.
1.3.2 Unit 4 was out of service from 1214 until 1446 on 11 February to facilitate packing tightening.

1.3.3 Unit 5 was out of service from 0944 until 1126 on 10 February for bank 7/8 switching.

1.3.4 Unit 6 was out of service from 0944 until 1126 on 10 February for bank 7/8 switching.

1.3.5 Unit 7 has remained out of service since 04 June 2007 for turbine rehab.

1.3.6 Unit 8 has remained out of service since 17 December due to generator lower guide bearing failure.
1.3.7 Unit 9 has remained out of service since 04 August for turbine rehab.
1.3.8 Unit 11 has remained out of service since 12 June due to rotor damage.
1.4 Second Powerhouse fish units provide attraction flow for the Washington Shore (WS) fish ladder.  The units are placed on standby, as necessary, during nighttime hours to float debris.
1.4.1 F1 and F2 remain out of service while the WS fishway is dewatered.
1.5 Gatewell drawdowns are measured on Wednesdays.
2 ACTIVITIES

2.1 Auxiliary Water System Closures.  The following AWS valves were closed this reporting week:
2.1.1 FV1-1 was closed for cleaning from 0657 until 0716 on 09 February and from 0835 until 1034 on 12 February.
2.1.2 FV5-3, FV5-4, FV5-9 and FV6-9 remain closed while Cascades Island and WS remain dewatered.
2.2 STS/VBS inspections.  No STS/VBS activities occurred this reporting week.

4.5.3 Cascades Island remains dewatered. 
4.5.4 WS fishway remains dewatered.  The AWS and south monolith remain dewatered completely.  The north monolith will be fully dewatered on 17 February.
4.5.5 The AFF remains dewatered. 
4.6 Juvenile Fishways.

4.6.1 DSM1 remains dewatered.
4.6.2 DSM2 remains dewatered. 
4.7 Lamprey Fishways.  BI and WS AWS lamprey ramps remain winterized.
5 CONSTRUCTION
5.1 PH1 Ice and Trash Sluiceway Wall Removal.  Automated gate installation in FY09.  Wall removal in FY10.
5.2 TIE crane.  The TIE crane boom repair contract has been awarded.  Completion expected in Spring ‘09.
6 HAZMAT, SPILLS AND CLEANUP.   Nothing to report.
7 TELETYPES AND OTHER NOTEWORTHY ITEMS
7.1 A 06 November teletype set the BON upper forebay limit as 76.5’ msl. and the lower limit as 71.5’ msl.  

7.2 A 31 December teletype, regarding BON tailwater operations for chum egg incubation, requests a minimum tailwater elevation of 11.5’ msl during all hours from 0001 on 1 January 2009 until further notice.
