Justification for Change:  need to make sure text reflects current operation

 Proposed Change: 
From 2006 through 2008, natural-origin adult Chinook salmon were captured within the left bank fish ladder at Leaburg Dam to complement the natural-origin component of the broodstock.  The ladder was not designed specifically for this purpose.  A finger weir is inserted into the downstream end of one section of the ladder and a screen in the upstream end.  This configuration is usually put in place in the evening.  The following morning the water level in the ladder is lowered and fish trapped in the ladder section are captured by hand and manually slid into an inner tube sleeve, lifted out of the ladder, and placed into a liberation truck.  No anesthetic or dip-nets are used in the process.  The method has proven to be effective for supplementing the natural-origin component of the broodstock, but is labor intensive and has associated risks.  These risks include handling stress and stress from trapping too many fish in the ladder section.  In addition, this technique temporarily disrupts the upstream migration of fish using the ladder and results in some fish backing out of the ladder as the water is drained.  	Comment by Kelly Reis: Agree with comment below.  If this information is kept, I believe there is a timeframe this is conducted to reduce impacts to the wild run.  In addition, a target number of wild fish would be useful for context if/when this practice is resumed.	Comment by G2PMERMP: Natural-origin adults have not been incorporated into the brood for several years.
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
