Proposed Change (in track changes to existing section):  
Both Detroit and Big Cliff dams generate TDG supersaturation when spillways are operated.  The extent of TDG saturation is dependent on the type and duration of operation and whether multiple spillways are operated simultaneously.  While spill primarily occurs involuntarily due to high-flow events during winter months, spill also occurs infrequently in other months during powerhouse outages or late spring rainstorms when Detroit reservoir is near full or full.  The USACE will notify Minto Fish Facility operations personnel when it appears that conditions may produce supersaturation downstream of Big Cliff and Detroit dams as measured at the USGS Niagara gaging station (#14181500).	Comment by ODFW: Please identify who in the USACE will report to Minto Fish Facility that conditions may produce supersaturation downstream of Big Cliff and Detroit dams.
