Justification for Change: 
1. Please include 2016 operations for all purposes in a single appendix, or clearly reference what sections this information is in. For instance, when are spillgate repairs planned for each project? When is turbine work at Detroit expected? This annual list of projects needs to be put somewhere in this document. Maybe in the main body of the report or an appendix.
2. “Value of Power to BPA”:  NMFS requested in last year’s WFOP that this be deleted from the WFOP. Given the low output of the WVP compared to FCRPS and the low value of energy in the last few years, the seasonal power demand should be a low priority constraint on maintenance scheduling.
 Proposed Change: 
1. Clearly describe special operations, outages, maintenance periods for 2016, or where to find this information in the document. 
2. NMFS requests the Corps engage the WFPOM to identify outage periods for each facility (spillways, turbines, ROs, fish ladders, fish trap holding pools, etc). For instance, Section A.6.1 states that Mar 1 through Jun 30 is the primary period for outages at Big Cliff, and Sept 1 through Oct 31 is the second priority period for outages. These two periods are when adult winter steelhead and adult Chinook salmon would be spawning below Big Cliff, and high spill events could result in high TDG in the reach between Minto and Big Cliff. From a fish’s perspective, a better time for turbine shutdown (and fish trap shutdown as well) would be in the middle of the winter – within the months listed as “restricted from outage scheduling” due to value of power.
