Justification for Change: The first paragraph makes reference to the “…facility O&M manual (see Appendix)…”  Where is this manual?  Is this part of Appendix A or does Appendix A have its own appendix?  We need to review this manual.
Appendix A is completely void of any of the specific hydraulic criteria for proper operation of the Minto Fish Facility.  There is nothing on water levels in the fish ladder, entrance pool, pre-sort pool, holding pools, etc. gate settings for operation, specific dewatering plans, crowding operations, operations for transport, hopper loading, transport truck loading, returning fish to the sorting area, auxiliary water flow settings, water supply settings, fish screen operations (including head loss and screen cleaning operations), specific operations for high water temperatures, specific dewatering plans, startup plans, specific facility operation for high/low water flows, emergency operations, etc.  This type of information is the heart and soul of the Lower Columbia and Snake River Fish Passage Plan.

Proposed Change: Please clarify where the facility O&M manual is located and provide a copy for review. 
All of the specific information, criteria and guidance for the proper operation of the fish facility need to be incorporated directly into this appendix (not in some other manual)
