Section 2.1.6, Total Dissolved Gas (TDG)

Proposed Change (in track changes to existing section):  
Discharges through non-powerhouse outlets at WVP dams can cause downstream waters to become supersaturated with dissolved atmospheric gasses.  Supersaturated TDG conditions can cause gas bubble trauma (GBT) in adult and juvenile salmonids that may result in injury or death, and may also impact other aquatic species.  Biological monitoring at dams on the Columbia River shows that the incidence of GBT in both migrating smolts and adults remains between 1% to 2% when TDG concentrations in the upper water column do not exceed 120% of saturation.  When those levels are exceeded, there is a corresponding increase in the incidence of GBT symptoms.  At times, TDG in WVP dam discharges has exceeded 120% of saturation concentration.
