The WATER FMWQT team meets monthly, or as often as necessary.  When a water quality specific operation or violation is required, a Memorandum of Coordination (MOC) is distributed to the region for documentation and coordination.  Detailed information regarding the MOC process can be found in Section 2.3.3.8, below.  The USACE will report any identified water quality exceedances caused by project operations that may adversely impact ESA-listed fish, including if TDG levels exceed 110%.
