Proposed Change (in track changes to existing section):  
Instream Flows.  The USACE will report instream flow deviations that exceed 5% of the target flow value due to project operations.  For example, if the minimum flow required is 1,500 cubic feet per second (cfs), reporting would occur if the minimum flow dropped to 1,425 cfs or below.  These bounds would alleviate excessive and unnecessary reporting and coordination between the USACE and Services that would be required unless otherwise modified herein.  Instream flow targets are in RPA 2.4 of the BiOp (NMFS 2008).	Comment by ODFW: ODFW recommends deviations of 3% be reported.	Comment by CW: Very little difference in between flow for 5% vs 3%, would have to rework compliance SS
