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Justification for Change: We don’t see any section of the WFOP that specifically states the Corps’ efforts to release minimum and maximum flows per the Biops. The need to work with the WFPOM on flows in emergencies and during maintenance periods is noted later in the document, but it seems the general section of the WFOP should describe this program.

 Proposed Change:  Add this paragraph: The NMFS and FWS Biops require the Corps to release flows at WVP dams to achieve streamflow minimums throughout the year and to stay below maximum flows during key spawning periods in the tributaries and mainstem Willamette. Additionally, the Biops establish ramping rates that the Corps strives to maintain, except during emergencies and flood control operations. These flow measures are described in the NMFS’ RPA measures 2.2 to 2.6.

It might also make sense to include the flow minimum table in this section (BiOp Table 9.2-2)
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
