Justification for Change: Fish should not be held in the trapping facilities more than 24 hours.

 Proposed Change: Unless environmental conditions in areas where fish are to be transported are poor, hauling frequency should be such that it minimizes holding times to no more than 24 hours.

Comments:

Record of Final Action:  
This is not possible with current hauling frequencies.  Facilities do not have volitional passage as on lower Columbia.  Another consideration is that adult fish collected at Willamette facilities are much closer to spawning grounds than on the Columbia.  This change will require assessing adequate resources, logistics, and funding availability.  Current hauling frequencies during peak adult ChS migration is 3x/week.  It might be something to consider pending further analysis and can be discussed soon.
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
