WFOP Section:  Section 2.3.2 General Dewatering Plan

Justification for Change: This section deals with dewatering any and all WVP facilities, including turbines, fish facilities, and reservoirs. As written, it implies that the only effects on fish are those associated with handling and salvage. However, some dewatering activities can have much broader effects, including stranding juvenile fish and dewatering eggs in redds when reservoirs are drained or when dam outlets are shutdown, sharply reducing flow in downstream habitat. 

 Proposed Change: The second sentence should be modified as follows [new language underlined]:  “These activities may involve handling fish and may cause other adverse effects on juvenile and adult fish in the reservoirs and in river habitat downstream.”
