Justification for Change: “As a rule of thumb, fish placed in tanks will not exceed ½ pound per gallon of water.”  This is not enough room for the fish.  Under this requirement, a 20 lb fish would require only 10 gallons, or about 1.4 cubic feet (cf), of water.  
 Proposed Change: We recommend at least 0.15 cf of water per pound of fish or 3 cf (about 21 gallons) per 20 pound fish.
