Detroit Proposed Special Operation Temperature Management

Justification for Change: 
Previously provided outflow temperature predictions showed that cooler temperatures could be provided June through November in normal to cooler years.  These would provide better holding, spawning, and rearing conditions while still allowing for some limited temperature operations.  The evaluation provided for spring Chinook indicated that for normal to cool years, emergence timing was adjusted by fewer than 10 days, only two days in warmer years. For winter steelhead, there were only one to four percent of days that did not meet criteria.

Add: 
Maximum and minimum temperatures for June through November could be lowered in normal water years based on analysis from October 2016.  NMFS requests that the lower temperature targets are provided in 2017 unless these months are warmer than normal.
