Appendix B (Juvenile Fish Transportation Plan) – section 4.4 (Collection Facility Operations) - add new paragraph 4.4.6.
Proposed Changes (in track changes to existing section):

4.4. Collection Facility Operations:

4.4.6.  At Little Goose, Lower Monumental, and McNary dams, lamprey-friendly tailscreens will be installed for the entire fish collection season.  Fishery staff at these projects have never observed salmon fry being impinged on these screens.  At Lower Granite Dam, lamprey-friendly tailscreens will be installed as needed at the discretion of Project Biologists based on the presence of lamprey in the raceways, while considering the risk of impingement of salmon fry on the lamprey friendly tailscreens. Project biologists will switch back to salmon-criteria screens at the first sign of impingement of salmon fry on the lamprey-friendly tailscreens or when there are fry observed in the sample.  The salmon-criteria screens will be left in place until salmon fry are no longer present in the sample.
4.4.1. Juvenile lamprey are sometimes found in dewatered raceways after truck/barge loading operations.  If debris is not a problem, lamprey should be promptly and safely flushed or otherwise returned to the river.  If debris is a problem, and when practicable, lamprey should be removed by hand and put in a container with water and later returned to the river.

Justification for Change:
Currently no coverage within FPP.

Comments from others:

FPOM 01/24/13:  Lorz asked why LWG is different than other projects.  NWW said that is the only project that sees a problem with fry.  Lorz recommended this go to the Lamprey task group to look at the screens and make recommendations as to the next Project these get installed at.  

Fone said NWW is already installing the screens.  Wills asked for this change form in an effort to keep track of which projects have been updated and when.  

Conder said LWG should be similar to the other Projects.  Fredricks said that if the new screens are impacting fry, then they should be a problem everywhere.

Halter may need to describe the issues he has seen at LWG.  Are other Projects monitoring to see if they too should be switching out the screens?
