BON 1.2.2. Adult Migration Timing and Count Schedule.
Proposed Changes (in track changes to existing section):
1.2.2. Adult Fish Migration Timing and Count Schedule.  Upstream migrants are present at Bonneville Dam throughout the year and adult passage facilities are operated year-round.  Counts of adult salmon, steelhead, shad and lamprey normally occur year-round (Table BON-3) and are posted daily (or every three days during video counting periods) on the Corps Adult Fish Count website at: http://www.nwp.usace.army.mil/Missions/Environment/Fishdata.aspx.  Fish passage from November through March is relatively light; therefore, counting is done by video, primarily to monitor ESA-listed winter steelhead.  Sturgeon and bull trout are relatively infrequent and counts are posted online periodically during the passage season in “Miscellaneous Fish Counts” and summarized in the Annual Fish Passage Report.  

1.2.2.1. Adult fish peak passage timing at Bonneville Dam (Table BON-4) is based on count data collected by the Corps beginning in 1938 through the most recent passage year, except winter steelhead beginning in 1999 and lamprey beginning in 2001.  Table BON-4 summarizes adult fish count periods and the earliest and latest peaks of migration for each species (except shad) at Bonneville Dam.  Steelhead are counted by video at Bonneville Dam November 1–March 31 (Table BON-3), but the ESA-listed winter steelhead population passage period is considered to be November 16–March 31 (Table BON-4). 
1.2.2.2. Time-of-day (diel) distributions of adult salmonid activity at Bonneville Dam fishway entrances and exits are summarized in Figure BON-5, as reported by Keefer and Caudill 2008 (available online at: http://www.nwd-wc.usace.army.mil/tmt/documents/FPOM/2010/2013_FPOM_MEET/2013_JUN/).
1.2.2.3. Annual winter maintenance of adult fish facilities is scheduled from December 1 through the end of February (in-water work period) to minimize the impact on upstream migrants and to minimize fallback of adult fall Chinook and steelhead.
